The following comments and five slides
are submitted for your consideration.

The proposed site remains a V-shaped/funnel with steep slopes (draining to Raintree HOA) with
evident spring-fed running stream*, as well as evidence of past rain events leading to run-off
channels. Many mature trees line these water sources and fill in the areas between. (*See short
MP4 under separate cover.)

All trees need to be fully inventoried and accurately reflected on site plan (to include currently
existing trees ¢é without proposed project ove
9 Nov 2018 submission, sure does NOT show existing mature tree locations.

Soil conditions for the proposed construction need to be seriously addressed before placing
excessively weighted construction. For that matter, before any site disturbance. | remain

perplexed that no geotechnical investigation has been recommended/done. This especially since
the developer plans to have at least one 13-foot retaining wall and mostly likely several more in
excess of 6-feet. Slope along with medium to high erodibility would seem to be a significant
concern é especially for Wheaton Loam Compl ex
walked the entire site (top to bottom)?
