
 
 
 
 
Deer Management & FY 25 Budget  - Comments of the Friends of Accotink Creek  
 
To:  Accotink Creek watershed supervisors,     
 February 22, 2024 
 
Please maintain effective deer population controls in Fairfax County. 
 
The process of transferring animal and wildlife control functions to the Animal Shelter (proposed FY 25 budget) is 
rushed.  The question is complex and fraught with emotions and perils.  Citizens must be given sufficient time to digest 
the implications. 
 
Specifically, from the viewpoint of conservationists, the deer management aspect is not being publicly addressed at 
all.  This leads to concern and alarm.  Will the health of our natural habitats be neglected by managers unable to divorce 
themselves from devotion to the welfare of individual animals, as opposed to the welfare of entire species, forests, 
landscapes, and ecosystems?  Will advocates for the welfare of individual animals be able to maintain and support the 
perhaps unpleasant, but unavoidable responsibility to replace the function of large predators with those of human 
hunters?  Frankly, will they be able to overcome their personal revulsion at the very thought of hunting in any form? 
 
No matter how the County chooses to organize its departments, effective deer management must be maintained: 

• For the health of the deer herd itself, dependent on predation to maintain a balance with resources, 
• For the health of our native habitats damaged by overbrowsing, 
• For the ability of our forests to regenerate through seedling growth, 
• For the stormwater benefit of maintaining natural ground cover, 
• For improved road safety, 
• For the benefit of limiting tick populations and movement, and 
• For the added bonus of food donations generated by deer control. 

 
Any pledges by the Animal Shelter leadership of future adherence to effective levels of lethal deer control must be 
viewed with skepticism.  If this transfer of responsibility does take place, the Board of Supervisors must implement a 
rigorous oversight as a backstop against any future drift away from effective deer population controls.  Even better, the 
deer control program should remain separate from the Animal Shelter. 
 
We ask that the proposed move of the Animal Protection Police be paused until there has been reliable confirmation to 
citizens that effective deer population control will be maintained into the future.
